She emphasized that Company Secretaries have been recognized as Key Managerial Personnel under the Bill, which will increase their responsibilities and liabilities and a balance has to be achieved. Speaking on the suggestions of the ICSI, Renuka Kumar said that Ministry of Corporate Affairs was seriously considering the suggestions made by the ICSI and opined that proposal for class action suits under the Bill would increase investor awareness.
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
