3) Both the Envelopes are to be submitted at the same time and place as stipulated in the N.I.T.

4) TECHNICAL BID (Envelope No.-1) shall contain following documents/Annexures duly signed and stamped on each page:

a) E.M.D. in the prescribed form.

b) Printed Form of Technical Bid dully filled up in detail.

c) Legible Photo-copies of all relevant certificates as asked in the Technical Bid.

d) Any other documents, letters, conditions, etc., that the contractor may desire to submit.

5) COMMERCIAL BID (Envelope No.-2) shall contain following documents:

a) Only the printed form of COMMERCIAL BID duly filled up and signed on every page is to be enclosed.

No other papers/documents/conditions/letters, etc. shall be enclosed in Envelope No.-2.

PREAMBLE

Western India Regional Council, (hereinafter referred to as “Owner/Employer”) has appointed M/s Barve Consultants, Barve House, Plot No. 177-B, Sandu Road, Chembur, Mumbai-400 071, as Consultants, (hereinafter referred to as “Consultants”) for carrying out work of Re-modeling and Renovation of Room no. 13. Jolly Maker Chambers No.2, Nariman point. 

Following are the details, which describe the work, which is the subject matter of this tender and which shall be executed by the successful bidder (hereinafter referred to as “Contractor”):

a) The Meeting room, Entrance lobby, etc. are to be re-furbished/renovated. Room layout may have to be changed as per drawings by demolition and /or construction of walls/partitions.

b) The scope of work:

a) Renovation of Meeting room, Entrance lobby.

b) Tiling, Carpeting, False ceiling, Furniture making, etc.

c) Electrical-wiring.
d) Air-conditioning.
e) Apart from these works, any other item/s of work, which may be needed, is to be carried out as directed by the consultant.

The work is to be done very selectively by trying to save (keep intact) maximum possible items which are in good condition.

1)  Due to the nature of the work, the time constraint & the space constraint, the contractor is required to have elaborate set-up of his own for factory/work-shop where the furniture could be made in full or in parts.

2) The contractor is also required to have his own Storage facility/Godown for storing Raw materials as well as Finished-goods till they are dispatched to the site.

The bidders shall give full details about such facilities in the Technical bid document.

3) The work of refurbishment/renovation of the Lecture hall, entrance lobby etc. be done by the successful bidder/contractor under this tender/contract.

4) Like wise there shall be many contractors/agencies working within the site at the same time for different works. The contractor shall extend fullest co-operation to all such agencies, and execute the items of works which may be required to be carried out for any other work/contractor/agency.
5) This Tender, chiefly covers items of Civil Works, Repairs, Interior works, Furniture, False ceiling, Carpeting, tiling, painting, etc.

6) This tender is prepared on the basis of certain items of works as mentioned above and their quantities to be executed.

SPECIAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT

1) The Quality & the speed (progress/completion schedule) shall be the essence of the contract and there shall be strict adherence in respect of both the quality and the speed.

2) The tenderer/bidder shall examine carefully the conditions of contract, specifications and drawings supplied herewith. He shall inspect the site and on his own responsibility, thoroughly acquaint himself with all the local conditions, materials, labour, working conditions at site etc. for the purpose of quoting the tender. All the costs, charges and expenses that may be incurred by the tenderer in connection with such examination and for the submission of tender shall borne by him and Employer accepts no liability whatsoever there of 

3) Bill of quantities shall be read in conjunction with the scope of work, specifications and conditions of contract, drawings given in good faith for assessment of said data by the tenderer. However, he shall make his own verification & assessment regarding the same before quoting for the work. Tenderer shall be deemed to have examined the drawings, all conditions, etc. of the contract and to have acquainted himself with the detailed description of the work to be done an the way in which it is to be carried out 

4) The contractor shall, when required, produce documents such as Certificate of Incorporation, Memorandum and Articles of Association in case of a Company or in case of a partnership, deed of partnership, Registration Certificate.

5) The contractor shall not assign the contract or part thereof or any benefit or interest therein or there under without prior written consent of the Employer.

6) The contractor shall not sub contract the whole or any of the work without prior written Consent of the Employer.

7) The contract comprises of construction, Electrification, Furniture, works including all labour, material, plant, machinery, temporary and permanent works, as required for construction, Electrification, Furniture, completion, and maintenance. 

8) The contractor shall execute, complete and maintain strictly in accordance with the Conditions of the Contract and Specifications.

9) The contractor shall provide all necessary superintendence during the execution of the work and thereafter for proper fulfilling his obligations under the contract. He will post at site a technically competent representative, as approved by the Employer.

10) The contractor shall be responsible for proper setting out of the works true to the lines and levels and dimensions, as per required by the Employer. He will provide proper watching, make lighting arrangements and take care of works till they are completed.

11) The contractor shall indemnify and keep indemnified at all times the Employer against all losses and claims for injuries or damage to any person or property, whatsoever, which may arise out of or in consequence of the construction and maintenance of the work.

12) The Employer shall not be liable for any injury to the contractor’s workmen due to accident or otherwise. Any accident should be reported forthwith to the Employer. The contractor shall be liable to comply with all labour & other laws applicable and if any liability devolves on the employer the contractor shall undertake to indemnify the Employer. 

13) While transporting the materials or carrying out the works, the contractor shall not block or obstruct the traffic to the adjoining properties. He will also afford reasonable opportunities to the other contractors in the building/area for carrying out their works.

14) Within eight days of the completion of the work or termination of the contract, the contractor shall clear away and remove from the site all equipment, plant, materials, debris, temporary works etc.

15) The Employer and his representatives shall have the access to the works-site & work-shop etc. of the contractor all the time and the contractor shall afford all facilities for the same.

16) No work shall be covered up or put out-of-view without approval of the Employer. 

17) Work shall be executed and measured as per relevant Standards of Bureau of Indian Standards.

18) Rejected materials supplied by contractor shall be removed from the site immediately.
19) Detailed description & procedure to be adopted for each item of work is given in the “Schedule of Items/B. O. Q.”, which shall be adhered to strictly.

20) Makes of material to be used in all items wherever mentioned or not,

· Plywood: B.W.R marine grade, Anchor, Rock, Archid, Greenply,.

· Teakwood framework second class CP Teak wood of approved quality, B.T.C for beading.

· Veneer: 3mm, Anchor, Timex, URO.

· Laminate: 1mm or 1.5mm as specified, Greenlam, Sundek, Newmica, Sunmica.

· Hardware fittings: of brass or s.s. steel as specified, Magnum, Ebco, Chetna, Shalimar.

· Locks- Goodrej, Doorset Golden, or equivalent.

· Hinges concealed- Hetich, Globe, Blum, Wonder, Ebco.

· Electrical switches- Anchor , Roma, Legrand 

· Wire conduits- Precision.

· Cables- C.C.I, Polycabs, Anchor.

· Wire- Polycab, Anchor or equivalent

· Tiles- Vitrified –Euro, Johnson, Kajaria.

· Plywood to be used 19mm marine BWP grade as per ISI code.

· For back 6mm B.W.P grade as per ISI code.

· Anchor, Rock, Archid, Samrat.

· Roller blind- Viesta, Armstrong or equivalent.

21) Electricity (Single-phase, up to 1 HP capacity) shall be supplied free of cost to the contractor at one point. The contractor shall make his own arrangements, at his own costs, for proper distribution, taking due safety measures. 

22) Before quoting for the tender, contractors are expected to visit the site and study the site conditions, the nature of work and any other relevant data and shall get acquainted with it fully before quoting for the job.

23) Any clarifications/additional information if required could be had from the consultants/or from the Owner.

24) Every page of the tender document is to be signed by the authorized signatory. Every correction is to be clearly indicated and signed.

25) The quantities mentioned in the tender documents are approximate only. And because of the nature of the work, the quantities are liable to be varied substantially or even certain items may be dropped completely. The Contractor shall not make any claims of whatsoever nature on account of variation in the estimated quantities.

26) Similarly the work may demand for certain extra items to be executed. In such cases the contractor is bound to execute the extra items as per the directions of the Consultant after the rates for the extra items are mutually agreed upon. The rates for Extra-Items/ additional, altered or substituted work shall be worked out as under:

The contractor shall, within 2 days of the receipt of order to carry out the work, inform the Engineer-in-charge of the rate which he is intending to charge for such works supported by analysis of the rate or rates claimed. Rates finalized and approved by the Owner/Employer in consultation within the Engineer-in-charge on the basis of these details will be final and binding. The contractor will be paid 15% for overheads and profit on the cost of materials and labour for extra items. However, the Engineer-in-charge in consultation with the Technical Committee by notice in writing will be at liberty to cancel his order to execute such work and arrange to carry it out in such a manner as he may deem advisable, but under no circumstances shall the contractor suspend the work once ordered in writing on the plea of non-settlement of rate.

27) In case of any disputes regarding quality, speed, measurements or any other matter, the decision of the Owner/Employer shall be final & binding on the contractor. If a certain decision in the matter of settlement of disputes is unaccepted by any of the parties (i.e. either the contractor or the owner) then in that case the disputed matter shall be resorted to an Arbitrator.

28) The Mortar for plaster work/Concrete for any other work shall be prepared/mixed only in proper steel trays designed for this purpose.

29) The debris or any other unwanted materials/ removed materials shall be removed from the premises of the Owner/Employer on day-to-day basis. And the premises of the owner shall be kept clean and clear on day-to-day basis.

30) The owner reserves the right to defer or delete any of the items of work. And the contractor shall not raise any objection due to this reason.

31) At a time many Contractors/Agencies shall be working in the premises (site). The contractor shall extend fullest co-operation to all other contractors/agencies.

32) The Owner shall have the right at any time to amend or cancel the tender without assigning any reason whatsoever.

33) Mode of Payment:

i)  Mobilization advance: 10% of the Contract value will be released to you as mobilization advance for each and every discipline of works, if applicable, as per terms and conditions of the agreements of respective discipline. The mobilization advance shall be paid against your request letter along with pre approved irrevocable Bank Guarantee. The mobilization advance amount shall be deducted from your running bill at the rate of 10% of the certified amount of the bills.

ii) Running Bills: Payment of running bills for the work done and approved by the WIRC for a minimum value as stipulated in the tender documents for all the disciplines of work shall be made to you within 15 days of the receipt of the said bill subject to verification by WIRC– Western India Regional Council. You will submit the running bills in triplicate along with the original measurement sheet from the Measurement Book to be maintained for each discipline separately. The Measurement Book should be numbered and shall have duplicate sheets with page numbering. The payment against your running bills should indicate cumulative quantity of work and cumulative amount for all discipline of work.

iii) Final Bill: Final Value of the works done and approved by ICSI HO less security deposit as per terms and conditions of the tender document shall be released in your favour after completion and satisfactory handing over of the works to WIRC. The due amount against your final bill discipline wise shall be paid to you only after receipt of final bill along with original measurement sheets within 30 (thirty days) from the date of receipt of the final bills after deduction of advances and dues from your final bill amount.

iv) Release of Security Deposit/Retention Money: The security deposit shall be released in accordance with the terms and conditions of the tender document for each and every discipline of work after the expiry of the defects liability period, subject to the conditions that you had attended to all defects noticed and communicated to you to the entire satisfaction of the WIRC during the defects liability period.

v) Recoveries: The following recoveries shall be made from all your running bills including final bill.

(a) Mobilization advance @ 10% of the certified amount.

(b) Deduction at the rate of 10% of the value of all the running bills for all the disciplines of works towards the Security Deposit/Retention Money. It will be released in accordance with clause (iv) above. (i.e. 50% to be retained after the virtual completion of the work till the expiry of the defects liability period [D.L.P.])

(c) Income Tax Deduction, VAT, TDS as applicable.

(d) Other deductions, if any.

34)  DATE OF COMMENCEMENT: The work will commence from the date of issue of Letter of Intent.

35) PERIOD OF COMPLETION:

The time is the essence of this contract. The period of completion for the entire work of all the disciplines in each phase shall be 45 days from the date of handing over of the Site/Area inclusive of mobilization period which shall be strictly followed as per the terms and condition of tender document (s). Since the job has to be carried out in the running office, the areas shall be handed over to you as per mutually agreed completion time schedule which will be discussed with you from time to time. You will, however, submit a detailed completion bar chart indicating all the activities required for completing the job in all respects against all disciplines of work based on the agreed time schedule subject to overall completion schedule.

36) SITE SUPERVISION AND MANAGEMENT:

The contractor shall submit within 2 (Two) days of signing /accepting of this work order a site Organisation Chart indicating the key person and subordinate staff to be deployed by you for each and every discipline of work. It will be very necessary for you to keep an experienced site engineer / architect of proven ability exclusively for this job during all the time of work.

37) MATERIALS APPROVAL:

The samples of the material to be used will be approved by WIRC which will kept at site for inspection by WIRC at any time.

38) The contractor shall provide all facilities available with you and cooperation to other contractors, if any, engaged by WIRC by affording them all facilities in the execution of their work and for properly connecting and coordinating their work with your job. You will also allow other contractor free use of your scaffolding and such other facilities already erected by you in connection with your job.

39) WORK FORCE:

The contractor shall engage only experienced and capable work force, sub-contractors having good standing and experience as discussed with you.

40) INSPECTION AND APPROVAL:

All works involving more than one process shall be subject to examination and approval of WIRC at each stage thereof and you will give due notice of completion of each stage. No work shall be covered or put out of view without approval of WIRC.

41)  TERMINATION

Subject to other provisions contained in this clause, the ICSI-WIRC may, without prejudice to his any other rights or remedy against the contractor in respect of any delay, inferior workmanship, any claims for damages and/or any other provisions of this contract or otherwise, and whether the date of completion has or has not elapsed, by notice in writing absolutely terminate the contract in any of the following cases:

	(i)
	If the contractor having been given by the ICSI-WIRC a notice in writing to rectify, reconstruct or replace any defective work or that the work is being performed in an inefficient or otherwise improper or un workman like manner shall omit to comply with the requirement of such notice for a period of seven days thereafter.

	(ii)
	If the contractor has, without reasonable cause, suspended the progress of the work or has failed to proceed with the work with due diligence so that in the opinion of the ICSI-WIRC (which shall be final and binding) he will be unable to secure completion of the work by the date for completion and continues to do so after a notice in writing of seven days from the ICSI-WIRC.

	(iii)
	If the contractor fails to complete the work within the stipulated date or items of work with individual date of completion, if any stipulated, on or before such date(s) of completion and does not complete them within the period specified in a notice given in writing in that behalf by the ICSI-WIRC.

	(iv)
	If the contractor persistently neglects to carry out his obligations under the contract and / or commits default in complying with any of the terms and conditions of the contract and  does not remedy it or take effective steps to remedy it within 7 days after a notice in writing is given to him in that behalf by the ICSI-WIRC.

	(v)
	If the contractor shall offer or give or agree to give to any person in WIRC service or to any other person on his behalf any gift or consideration of any kind as an inducement or reward for doing or forbearing to do or for having done or forborne to do any act in relation to the obtaining or execution of this or any other contract for ICSI-WIRC. 

	(vi)
	If the contractor being a company shall pass a resolution or the court shall make an order that the company shall be wound up or if a receiver or a manager on behalf of a creditor shall be appointed or if circumstances shall arise which entitle the court or the creditor to appoint a receiver or a manager or which entitle the court to make a winding up order.

	(vii)
	If the contractor assigns, transfers, sublets (engagement of labour on a piece-work basis or of labour with materials not to be incorporated in the work, shall not be deemed to be subletting) or otherwise parts with or attempts to assign, transfer, sublet or otherwise parts with the entire works or any portion thereof without the prior written approval of the Authorized representative of ICSI-WIRC. 

	
	When the contractor has made himself liable for action under any of the cases aforesaid, the Authorized representative of ICSI-WIRC on behalf of the ICSI-WIRC shall have powers :

	(viii)
	To Terminate the contract as aforesaid (of which termination notice in writing to the contractor under the hand of the Authorized representative of ICSI-WIRC shall be conclusive evidence).  Upon such termination, the Earnest Money Deposit, Security Deposit already recovered under the contract shall be liable to be forfeited and shall be absolutely at the disposal of the ICSI-WIRC. 

	(ix)
	After giving notice to the contractor to measure up the work of the contractor and to take such whole, or the balance or part thereof, as shall be un-executed out of his hands and to give it to another contractor to complete the work. The contractor, whose contract is terminated as above, shall not be allowed to participate in the tendering process for the balance work.

	
	In the event of above courses being adopted by the Authorized representative of ICSI-WIRC, the contractor shall have no claim to compensation for any loss sustained by him by reasons of his having purchased or procured any materials or entered into any engagements or made any advances on account or with a view to the execution of the work or the performance of the contract. And in case action is taken under any of the provision aforesaid, the contractor shall not be entitled to recover or be paid any sum for any work thereof or actually performed under this contract unless and until the Authorized representative of ICSI-WIRC has certified in writing the performance of such work and the value payable in respect thereof and he shall only be entitled to be paid the value so certified.


42) PLANT AND EQUIPMENT:

In order to strictly adhere to the time schedule, it will be necessary for you to arrange the best of the available equipments on this project.

43) FACILITIES TO BE PROVIDED BY ICSI:

The following facilities shall be provided by the WIRC. In accordance with the following terms and conditions.

a) Water shall be made available to you at one outlet.

b) Electricity shall be made available to contractor at one outlet. Subsequent arrangement for connecting pipes/wires/tables along with all other gadgets shall be arranged by you at your cost. If may however noted that there may be occasion when water supply may not be made available and there may be power failure; in that event you will arrange the water supply and power on your own cost to maintain uninterrupted progress of work.

44) FORCE MAJEURE:

This work order shall not in any way be affected nor shall any party hereto be held liable for any failure or delay in performance of any undertaking term or condition herein if such failure or delay is due to fire, floor, damage by elements, perils of the sea or air, acts of God, acts of Government, whether by law, order legislation decree, rule regulation or otherwise, resolution civil disturbance breach of the peace, declared or undeclared war, act of interference or action by civil or military authorities.

45) GUARANTEE:

The entire work covered under the contract value shall be guaranteed against faulty workmanship and defective material / equipment for a period of 1 (one) year from the date of commissioning and handing over. The faulty work shall be rectified and defective material / equipment replaced at your cost and no charge to the owner within a reasonable time during the guarantee period.

46) EXTRA ITEMS:

The rates for any extra item of work, if any wherever possible shall be derived from the existing rates in the Bill of Quantities; in other case shall be arrived on the basis of actual cost of material and labour plus 15% percentage of profit /overhead as stipulated in the respective tender documents for each and every discipline of work. You will, however, submit analysis of rates for each and every extra items of works as and when they arise for our approval before executing the said work.

47) STORAGE:

The Contractor shall make his own arrangement for storage space for the various material required for the project at your cost. It has already been amply made clear to you that WIRC does not have sufficient storage space.

48) VARIATION IN QUANTITIES:

The quantities indicated in BOQs attached to the tender document (s) may vary to the extent of 10% but the unit price thereof shall remain unaffected on this account.

49) QUALITY OF WORK:

The work shall be carried out in the highest standard of workmanship and according to the drawings / specification / colour chart. Sample of all components will be approved by WIRC. Any work not approved by WIRC shall b rectified or removed and replaced to entire satisfaction at your cost.

50) LIQUIDATED DAMAGES:

The liquidated damages at the rate as specified in the tender document (s) for each and every discipline of work shall become leviable in the event of delay in completing the job. The liquidated damages shall be levied as under:

· For deficient work as per the miles stones indicated in the tender documents:

Liquidated damages proportionate to the deficient work subject to 10% if the value of the contract.

· Failure to complete the entire work within the completion time schedule.

Liquidated damages @ Rs. 5,000.00 per day subject to maximum of the 10% of the contract price.

51)  DISCREPANCIES:

All discrepancies in drawings and specifications or anywhere in the Project Work should be brought to the notice of WIRC immediately on notice and / or on its occurrence.

52) DEFECTS LIABILITY PERIOD:

The defect liability period of 12 months shall be counted from the date of handing over the complete work.

53) DETAILS OF CONTRACT TO BE KEPT CONFIDENTIAL:

You shall not exhibit or permit to be exhibited any advertisement on the works or shall not publish disclose the details of the contract in any trade or technical paper or elsewhere without prior permission from WIRC.

54) FACILITIES TO BE MAINTAINED IN THE WORKING OF WIRC OFFICE:

All areas, passages, drive ways, stair cases which have not been handed over for project work shall be kept neat and clean all the time; some barriers shall be made by you to bifurcate the working area and non-working area, and maintaining all the services like water, electricity, sewer/waste water disposal without any disruption of services shall be made by you without any extra cost.

55) OTHER LEGISLATIONS:

The contractor shall comply with the various labour legislations and safety regulations and safety codes presently in force during the pendency of the contract Proper care to be taken by the labour while working in the premises of WIRC and if any problem arises out of the work / during the work it is the liability of the contractor to take care of their welfare and in no way WIRC is liable. It is the whole and sole responsibility of the Contractor for his labour or any person employed by him if meets with any accident, electrical shock, fire, snake bite etc. etc. The contractor should also take the insurance for his people working in WIRC. And if any liability devolves on the employer The contractor shall undertake to indemnify the Employer.

56) PERFORMANCE BOND:

The tenderer, whose tender is accepted by the owner is required to provide Performance Bond for the due and faithful performance of the contract for an amount equivalent to 2.5% (two and half percent) of the contract amount or by an irrevocable Bank Guarantee of an equivalent amount in the format approved by the WIRC from any nationalized Bank in favour of the Institute Of Company Secretaries Of India. The Bank Guarantee so submitted shall be valid for six months more than the stipulated/extended date of completion. The performance bond money/Bank Guarantee shall be submitted within 10 days of the award of work or at the time of signing of the agreement whichever happens earlier. Else the Ernest Money Deposit (EMD) of deposited with the Tender shall be retained and treated as Performance Bond Money.

57) DISPUTES:

a) ARBITRATION 

If any dispute arise about the interpretation of the terms of the agreement or in relation to this agreement the same shall be referred to the Sole Arbitration of the Secretary & CEO, The WIRC, or his nominee. The arbitration shall be held in accordance with the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 and the decision of the Arbitrator shall be final and binding on the parties.
b) Jurisdiction 

All disputes arising out of this contract are subject to the jurisdiction of Courts in Thane/Mumbai.

58)  This letter together with correspondences, tender specifications, bill of quantities formal agreement when executed including special conditions and technical conditions of the tender document shall constitute a binding contract between the parties.

59) Any matters/conditions which deviate from the Tender Specification (s) and Bill of Quantities shall not be accepted and shall not be binding unless it has been specifically accepted by the WIRC in writing.

60) The contractor shall abide by the rules & regulations as set forth by the “Society” & Competent Authorities these shall supercede any other conditions stipulated in the tender. A copy of Rules & Regulations set forth by the Society are annexed herewith as Annexure-I.

Rules & Regulations set forth by the Back bay Premises Co-op Society Ltd.
Following precautions to be taken while refurbishment of premises.
a) Tampering with beams columns & chajjas, Rcc pardis, uprooting of floor tiles is not allowed.

b) Removing existing walls & constructing new ones is not allowed.
c) Tampering with waterproofing of toilet blocks is not allowed.

1) The common areas shall not be encroached upon.

2) The construction material shall be taken only by the staircase & the same shall be kept clean. 

3) No load shall be borne by the chajjas.

4) No worker shall stay in office premises after 11.00 p.m.

6) Fire preventive measures should be observed by the workers. No smoking/ cooking is permitted on site.

7) The debris material shall be brought to the ground floor only either on Saturday after 6.00 p.m. or Sunday in morning. And the same shall be shifted out on Sunday evening.

8) The contractor shall furnish the list of staff along with photographs engaged for various works & also ensure discipline at worksite. They should wear badges indicating their names as well as photographs, duly signed by contractors representative & security officer.
9) The contractors representative shall be present at all time on site. 

10) Timings for work:
a) No renovation shall be carried out during working hours( Monday to Friday) 8.30a.m. to 6.30 p.m. & Saturday 8.30 p.m.to 2.00 p.m. 

b) Renovation work is permitted between 6.30 p.m to 11 p.m.( Monday to Friday)
c) Renovation work is permitted between 8.00 a.m. to 11.00 p.m (Sunday)
d) Renovation work is permitted between 2.30 a.m. to 11.00 p.m (Saturday)

GENERAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT

1) The rates quoted shall be written both in words and figures very clearly. Any corrections/over-writings shall be signed. Every page of the tender document shall be signed by the authorized signatory. 

2) Every page of the tender document is serially numbered with a mention of total number of pages. Contractors shall check the same carefully and shall inform the Consultants if any page is found missing, or in duplicate, etc. Especially any problems with page numbers of Bill Of Quantities (B. O. Q.) shall be brought to the notice of the consultants immediately, before submission of Tender. 

3) Every item in the Tender is given a distinct “serial number”, which is mentioned in the column “Sr. No.” in B.O.Q. (schedule of items). Contractors shall ensure that items are numbered serially starting from number One, without any missing serial number. The “Tender Item Number” as appearing in the “Brief Description of the Items” in B.O.Q. are only for our office reference, and do not have any relevance. The “Tender Item Numbers” would not be in serial order.

4) In case the contractor is not the proprietor of the firm, then the tender shall be signed by the authorized signatory/power of attorney and copy of the legal instrument shall be enclosed along with the tender.

5) The rates quoted shall include all the costs like costs of materials, labour, contractor’s profit, costs of scaffoldings, rents, fuels, cost for curing, cleaning, disposing off debris/unwanted materials. The rates shall also include all the taxes/levies/cess, etc., such as octroi, or any other taxes that may be applicable/ or may become applicable, (except for VAT & Service Tax), and the contractor shall not claim anything extra on account of any such taxes. T.D.S. shall be deducted as applicable.

6) Only VAT & Service tax shall be paid extra (separately) as applicable, such of these applicable taxes, as prevailing on the date of submission of tender, shall be specified, wherever applicable.

7) The rates shall also includes all the costs for proper & adequate temporary support systems, proper & adequate protection/covering arrangements for effective protection of un-removed furniture/fixtures/floorings/walls/door/windows/lifts etc. and other materials/goods while working within the occupied premises of the houses/flats/offices etc.

8) The rates shall also include the necessary costs towards testing of materials as per directions of the consultants. 
9) The rates quoted shall be firm and binding during the entire currency of the work. And Escalation &/or Price-Variation shall not be paid on whatsoever account.

10) The contractor shall arrange all the materials, labourers, tools, tackles, etc., required for the work. The Owners shall not supply any material.

11) The safety of workmen shall be the sole responsibility of the contractor. In the event of any accident the contractor is liable for payment of compensation as per provision of the law. The contractor shall insure his workmen under the Workmen’s Compensation Policy and submit the Xerox copy of the policy to the consultants prior to commencement of the work.

12) The contractor shall take sufficient precautions like providing safety belts, helmets, etc, to the workmen so as to achieve real safe working conditions so that accidents shall be avoided.

The owner shall not be held responsible for any laps on the part of the contractor.

13) The contractor shall also keep himself & the Owner insured & indemnified against any “third party claims” including any claims due to damages to property or vehicles parked within the premises of the owner.

Thus the contractor shall keep the owner indemnified against any such claims.

14) The contractor shall take all the necessary precautions so as to cause minimum disturbance/nuisance. Also the contractor shall take all the necessary precautions to prevent any damages to the property of the owner /occupants of the building, during the execution of the work.

15) The contractor shall commence the work within two days from the issue of the work order or from the date of Agreement, whichever is earlier. In case of failure to do so, his E.M.D. shall be forfeited and the owner shall be free to award the work to any other agency.

16) The contractor shall maintain proper speed and quality during the entire currency of the work. At any stage if it is found that the contractor is not in a position to cope up with the requisite standards of speed and quality, then under such circumstances, the owner reserves the right to get the work done, at the risk & costs of the contractor, from any other agency as deemed fit. The decision of the consultants in this regard shall be final and binding.

17) The contractor shall give guarantee in the prescribed format for five years for the work items executed by him. And he shall at once rectify any defects that may be noticed during the period of the guarantee at his own costs.

18) The mode of measurements shall be as indicated under the relevant item in the Bill Of Quantities (BOQ)/ Schedule of work (wherever so indicated), otherwise it shall be as per the norms of I.S.I.

19) The contractor, at his own cost, shall replace the broken glasses/windowpanes/sliding windows and shall make good any damages that may occur during execution of the work.

20) The procurement storage & safety of materials, shall be the responsibility of the contractor alone.

21) Advance payment shall be released on account of procurement of material on site, at the sole discretion of the owner.

22) The contractor shall appoint a competent supervisor who will remain on site for day-to-day supervision and to receive the instructions from the consultants and the owner.

23) A triplicate book shall be maintained on site as a “Site Order Book” and any instructions written in the book by the consultants/representative of the owner shall be equivalent to a notice properly served on the contractor and received by the contractor.

24) On award of the work, the contractor shall submit a detailed Time schedule of work and shall get it approved from the consultants.

25) It shall be the sole responsibility of the contractor to obtain the necessary permissions/approvals/clearances from the local Bodies/Municipal Corporation etc. at no extra cost. The contractor shall not violate any laws/rules/statutory requirements prevailing during the period of contract. The rates as quoted by the contractor shall deem to include all the costs for all such permissions/approvals/etc.

26) Any mandatory deductions such as T.D.S. (Income Tax), VAT, etc, which may be required to be deducted from payments made to contractors shall be deducted appropriately as per the prevailing rules/laws.

27) If due to any reason the work is suspended mid way; or the contract is terminated by the Owner, then in such event contractor shall not claim anything extra as compensation. Only the actual items of work executed till the date of suspension, on the basis of accepted rates shall be measured and paid to the contractor.

28) In case of any dispute between the Contractor & the WIRC, then in that case the disputed matter shall be referred to an Arbitrator to be appointed by The Secretary & CEO, The WIRC. The arbitration will be conducted in accordance with the Arbitration & Reconciliation Act, 1996 and the decision of the Arbitrator shall be binding on the parties. The arbitration proceedings will be conducted in Mumbai.
