The Institute has also introduced a specially 

designed stole/Uttariya made of Khadi for its students and is a part of the 

official dress code for the ceremony.The idea is to promote Indian 

culture among future leaders and shed away the colonial tradition. 

The ICSI convocation for the East Zone is scheduled for 7th July, 2017 at 

Kolkata, for North Zone the programme is scheduled for 24th July in Delhi 

and for the West Zone the  ceremony   is scheduled for 28th July, 2017 at 

Mumbai.
